7. Mount the GPI2 barrier and connect the wires O
as shown in Fig. 2. The pulser should be wired so
that power is applied only when the handle switch
is on. Note that the pulse output is a contact clo-
sure type, and the red wires (and blue wires for
dual output models) are not polarity sensitive.

8. Installation of the GPI2 pulser is now complete.
Reinstall the register assembly and run a test
transaction and make sure that the pulser output
is correct.

IMPORTANT NOTICE

When installing the GPI2 pulser barrier in
the open (outside of a pump or dispenser
cabinet), be sure to mount the barrier
with the head wire facing downward as
shown in the diagram at right.

Make a small loop in the head wire as
shown, and tie-wrap the head wire to the
barrier.

This configuration will prevent water from
running down the head wire and collect-
ing on the barrier seal.
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
