FP1-R products are 

folded and clamped to form a seal – the large 

diameter allows fast and simple installation without 

use of the heat shrinking capability. Offered in kits and 

rolls. Necessary clamps are included.

FP1-R products are isolation jackets that are 

ideally suited for retrofit applications beneath 

motor fuel dispensers without disassembly  

of the impact valve and flexible connector. 

Also suggested for use where heat-shrinking 

is not practical.
