Before drilling for the blind fasteners, check for electrical wiring and air-bag system components. 
8908-3, 8931-3, 9906-3-02, 9909-3-02, 9912-3-02, 9914-3-02, 9918-3-02, and 9950-7-02 can be 
mounted on the shelf with the shelf installed right-side-up or upside down depending on your 
needs.   
9906-3-02 and 9918-3-02 are compatible with shelves 36” and wider.  
Tall units 9924-3-02, 9928-3-02, 9984-3-01, and 9988-3-01 are designed to be floor mounted.

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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS FOR SHELF MOUNTING 

Flip the shelf upside-down and directly mount the accessories to the shelf when dedicating a 
shelf for cabinets and/or drawers using 1/4”-20 x 3/4” bolts and 1/4”-20 whiz-nuts. 
Install the cabinets and/or drawers following the instructions below when unoccupied shelf 
space is needed for additional storage. 
Drawer and bin units will require removal of the bottom drawer or the bins that are directly 
above the pre-punched mounting holes.   

STEP 1. Determine where you will locate your 
accessory cabinets on the shelf and 
identify the four mounting holes 
needed to attach it to the shelf. Make 
sure you have enough vertical clear-
ance for the cabinet. 

STEP 2. With the shelf in the normal assem-
bled orientation, insert four retaining 
washers into holes in bottom surface 
of the shelf. 

STEP 3. Working from the underside of the 
shelf, insert four 1/4”- 20 x 3” bolts 
upwards through the holes in the 
shelf and the retaining washers such 
that most of the bolt is through the 
shelf. 

STEP 4. Place the four Nylon Spacers over 
the bolts. Bolts should be roughly 
level with the top of the spacer. 

STEP 5. Insert two shelf dividers (included 
with the Weather Guard shelf unit) 
into slots underneath where the cabi-
net accessory will be installed. Cut 
the Edge Guard to fit the two dividers 
and press in place. 

 The dividers will prevent parts, 
tools, or debris from getting stuck 
under the cabinet. 

STEP 6. Remove the bottom drawer or row of 
bins from the cabinet accessory. 

STEP 7. Place the cabinet on to the spacers 
and dividers and push the bolts 
through the mounting holes in the 
bottom of the cabinet. 

STEP 8. Thread the Whiz-nuts on to the bolts 
and securely tighten the bolts to the 
shelf with the nuts.  

STEP 9. Replace the bottom drawer of bins in 
the cabinet. 

The hardware kit includes mounting spacers and hard-
ware to attach cabinets to 13-1/2” deep or 16” deep 
Weather Guard van shelving as shown. Cabinets can 
also be mounted directly to an inverted shelf when 
dedicating a shelf for cabinets and drawers.  
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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS FOR FLOOR MOUNTING 

Check the fit of floor mounted accessories and shelf units in the can before drilling holes in 
the floor. 
Review the vehicle manufacturer’s body builder guide to make sure your desired mounting 
location is in accordance. 
It is always better to through-bolt when possible.  
If stacking units, it is recommended to secure the upper unit to the side wall of the vehicleas 
well as the shelves. 
Use the widest possible mounting holes to maximize stability.  

STEP 1. Place the drawer unit in position and mark 
through the holes in the floor of the cabinet. 

STEP 2. Remove the drawer unit and drill the locations 
with a 3/8” drill bit. It will help to drill a pilot 
hole using a 1/8” drill bit.  

STEP 3. Mount the drawer unit using the provided 
hardware. Through-bolting the drawer unit 
will provide the most stable installation. 
Install the blind fasteners when through-
bolting is not an option.  

STEP 4. Tighten the hardware.   
STEP 5. Re-install the bottom drawer. 

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS FOR BLIND FASTENERS 

It will help keeping the assembly cooler by 
placing a drop of oil on the 1/4”-20 x 2-1/4” 
bolt before assembling as shown.  

Place the blind fastener in the hole and use 
a 7/16” socket and driver to tighten the bolt 
until the blind fastener is fully seated. 

When setting the bolt, it will start out tight 
and will get easier as the blind fastener 
“bulbs” out until it bottoms out. 

Make sure the blind fastener and the instal-
lation tool do not slip during the process.
