•     Installing your WEATHER GUARD® Bulkhead for the Ford Transit is very clear cut following these instructions. 
•     Before cutting or drilling in the floor, verify the location of the gas tank, fuel lines and electrical cables to prevent damaging vital components. 
•     When mounting to the floor, make sure that the blind fasteners go into the sheet-metal floor. Always wear eye protection when drilling or cutting. 
•     Suffix “D” is for deep offset Bulkhead models.

•     When mounting the low roof models 96301-3-01 and 96302-3-01 to the B-pillars, cutting of the plastic trim is required. Using a hole saw will 
      result in cleaner installation. Use the included 3/8” spacers to ensure solid mount to the van. 
•     All Transit bulkheads can be upgraded with a swing-door conversion kit, 96901-3-01.

Driver Side Panel

Door Pocket

STEP 1. 
Assemble the Door Pocket to cab side of the 
Door Panel using four sets of M6-1.0 x 16mm 
bolts, M6 x 1.0  Nylon Lock Nuts, and Flat 
Washers. Door Pocket may be installed on the 
cargo side if desired. 

*NOTE: Insert bolts from the cab side of the 
panel with washers and nuts on the cargo side.

STEP 2. 
Attach Driver Side and Passenger Side Panels 
to center Door Panel using M6-1.0 x 16mm Bolts, 
M6 x 1.0  Nylon Lock Nuts, and Flat Washers. 
Optional Swing Door Hinge Kit (96901-3-01) 
may be installed now. Do not tighten fasteners 
at this time.

STEP 3. 
Attach Passenger Side Panel to Center Panel 
using M6-1.0 x 16mm Bolts, M6 x 1.0  Nylon 
Lock Nuts, and Flat Washers. Do not tighten 
fasteners at this time. Skip this step if the optional 
96901-3-01 is being used.

STEP 4. 
Attach the Header Panel using M6-1.0 x 16mm 
Bolts, M6 x 1.0  Nylon Lock Nuts, and Flat 
Washers.Do not tighten fasteners at this time.

Bulkhead models 96301-3-01(D), 96311-3-01(D), and 
96321-3-01(D) have clear lexan windows mounted 
to Door Panel and Passenger Panel.

Bulkhead models 96302-3-01(D), 96312-3-01(D), and
96322-3-01(D) have diamond mesh screens mounted 
to Door Panel and Passenger Panel.

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
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STEP 5. 
Place the Bulkhead against the B-Pillar. Using a center 
punch, mark the four bottom mounting holes on the floor 
of the van. Ensure the holes are located on the topside of 
the floor rib. Move the Bulkhead out of the way. Cut holes 
on the floor mat using the 1” hole saw. Drill a pilot hole 
using a 1/8” drill bit, then re-drill the hole with a 3/8” drill 
bit. Install the blind fasteners as instructed below.

STEP 6. 
FOR LOW ROOF BULKHEADS: With the Bulkhead 
against the B-pillar trim, use a marker or pencil and mark 
the five holes on the DS and PS panels. Cut the B-pillar 
trim using a 1” hole saw. Drill pilot holes with a 1/8” drill bit. 
Re-drill the holes with a 3/8” drill bit. Installthree blind 
fasteners on the DS and two on the PS B-pillar (FIGURE 2).

FOR MID AND HIGH ROOF BULKHEADS: Uninstall the 
two M6 bolts that hold the grab handle on the PS B-pillar
Place the Bulkhead against the B-pillars to locate the holes 
and weld-nuts to be used. Drill the three existing holes on 
the DS B-pillar with a 3/8” drill bit to allow easier blind 
fastener installation. Install three blind fasteners on the DS
side B-pillar (FIGURE 3).

STEP 7. 
Place four 1/2” spacers on the floor mounted blind 
fasteners and reposition the Bulkhead against the B-pillar.
Use a marker or pencil to mark where the header panel 
intersects the roof reinforcement along the B-pillars. Drill
pilot holes using 1/8” drill bit. 

STEP 8. 
FOR LOW ROOF BULKHEADS: Re-position the
Bulkhead and install using five 3/8” spacers between the
Bulkhead and the B-pillars. Use 1/2“ spacers for the floor.
Use nine M6-1.0 x 30mm bolts on all of the blind fasteners 
and two M6 self-drilling screws for the header panel.

FOR MID AND HIGH ROOF BULKHEADS: Re-position the
Bulkhead and install using M6-1.0 x 16mm bolts on DS blind
fasteners and PS weld-nuts. Use 1/2“ spacers for the floor 
and use M6-1.0 x 30mm bolts for the floor mount and four 
M6 self-drilling screws for the header panel.

STEP 9. Re-check all fasteners and tighten them.

BLIND FASTENER INSTALLATION

Place a drop of oil on the 50mm 
black oxide bolt before assembling 
as shown. Place the Blind Fastener 
in the hole and use a 10mm wrench 
to tighten black hex bolt until the 
Blind Fastener is fully seated. 
When setting black hex bolt, it will 
start out hard. As the Blind Fastener 
“bulbs” out it will get easier, until it 
bottoms out or sets. Make sure the 
Blind Fastener and Installation Tool 
do not turn during installation.
